1.Hypatia (c. 350—415):

First known female mathematician, she taught philosophy and astronomy in Alexandria.

2.Sofia Kovalevskaya (1850-1891):

The first major Russian female mathematician contributed to analysis and partial
differential equations.



3.Emmy Noether (1882—-1935):

Influential German mathematician known for Noether’s Theorem in Physics.

4.Katherine Johnson (1918-2020):

NASA mathematician who helped calculate trajectories for early U.S. spaceflights.



5.Maryam Mirzakhani (1977-2017):

First woman to win the Fields Medal, recognized for work in geometry and dynamical
systems.
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
